EMERGENCY PLAN
CAMP NEYATI
CROOKED LAKE, CLARE COUNTY, LAKE, MICHIGAN

FIRE
1.  Anyone observing an unfriendly fire is to notify his/her counselor immediately.  If the counselor is not available, the observer should immediately go to the Camp Director’s cabin at the waterfront area to notify anyone who is present regarding the fire and its location.
2. The Camp Director or responsible staff person is to sound the electric siren which is located on the yard pole at the volleyball court between the Camp Director’s cabin and the main Sanitary Building—Sanitary Building #1.
3. The person sounding the siren is to have another person call the Garfield Township Fire Department in Lake via the EMERGENCY PHONE NUMBER:  911.
4. Upon hearing the siren (or witnessing the fire) ALL persons on the Camp Neyati property will immediately assemble at the flagpole.  If the fire will not allow access to the flagpole, everyone is to proceed directly to the nearest point on Crooked Lake and either follow the beach toward the waterfront area, or get into the water and proceed to the waterfront area as fast as possible.
5. After the assembly and accounting for all campers and personnel, designated staff members may, at the Camp Director’s discretion, be allowed to leave the assembly area to try and control the fire until the Fire Department arrives.  The Camp Neyati caretaker is to assist the Camp Director as requested.  The Fire Chief assumes control of the emergency procedures upon his/her arrival.

TORNADO AND/OR HIGH WINDS
1.  The siren will sound whenever there is immediate danger due to a tornado or high winds.
2.  All camp personnel will assemble at the flagpole. An accounting is to be made to be sure all campers, staff, and others are all present.
3.  Each cabin counselor will take his/her campers to the barn basement unless otherwise directed by the Camp Director.
GENERAL EMERGENCY
Whenever a person on Camp Neyati property hears the camp SIREN, he/she is required to report immediately to the flagpole.  Counselor must survey their area(s) of responsibility to ensure everyone has left the area and knows the correct assembly point.
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
